The family run B&R Group based in Folkestone,
embarked on this venture in 2008 to coincide with
the Government’s commitment under the Kyoto
agreement to cut CO; emissions across the UK.

To be short listed for the award, B&R Group had to meet a specific set criteria, voted on by an
independent panel of industry experts and covering items such as the type and number of
installations completed each year, the manufacturers worked with, the range of products
available and the training initiatives implemented by the nominated company.

Speaking of his happiness in being shortlisted, Enrique Reina said: “We were absolutely
delighted to be selected for this award, especially in the company of such a large selection of our
peers.

9 The UK is committed to delivering its share of the EU target for 20% of energy from
renewable sources by 2020.

1 50% of all our energy is used for heating and hot water and 75% of domestic
households' energy consumption is for heating and hot water. The UK's renewable
energy strategy aims for 12% of heat to come from renewable sources. Currently under
5% of UK electricity comes from renewable sources. It is estimated that 30% of our
electricity may be delivered from renewables with 2% from small-scale electricity
generation.
